TRIVIA BOWL GENERAL RULES
Each Team will consist of up to 4 members.

Teams are encouraged to come in costumes.  Cheering sections are allowed in the audience.  A prize of $25 Mulligan money will be awarded to the Team whose costumes are judged best by the audience in each Preliminary Round.

All trivia questions will be selected by a Team of teachers.

The Judges are in complete control of the contest.  Their decision will be final on all questions.

PRELIMINARY ROUNDS
In each preliminary round, 3 Teams will compete to earn as many points as they can. The number of preliminary rounds will be determined by the number of Teams entering.

The moderator will ask 20 questions.  On each question, one or more Teams may buzz in at any time.  The first Team to buzz in has 15 seconds to answer.

Each correct answer earns one point.  Each wrong answer will mean a loss of a point. A running score will be posted for all to see.

If a Team answers 5 questions wrong in the round it is out of the competition but may buy its way back in with a "Mulligan".

The Team with the most points after 20 questions wins the round.  In case of a tie, a tiebreaker question(s) will be asked (no Mulligan allowed).

"MULLIGANS"
In the spirit of fun and strategy each Team will be provided with colored "Mulligan" cards that they may use as long as they have funds to cover their cost.      
At the beginning of each Preliminary Round, each Team will hand in the "Mulligan Money" it has collected.  This amount will be posted for all to see, and as Mulligans are used the corresponding costs will be deducted from the respective totals.   Teams using up their funds may solicit the audience for additional Mulligan Money during the preliminary rounds. "Mr. Money" will circulate in the audience to collect cash, checks, or IOU's made payable to "Mt. Sneffels Education Foundation".
Mulligans may only be used in the Preliminary Rounds, and un-spent Mulligan Money will be donated to the Mt. Sneffels Education Foundation. 

$25 Mulligan -- Green Card -- "Are you sure?"
If the Team believes that their answer was incorrectly called wrong, they can have someone in the audience look it up on the computer or in the trivia book. They have 30 seconds to do this.
$25 Mulligan -- Pink Card -- "If you answer wrong, it's our turn!"
If the 1st Team to buzz in answers wrong, the 2nd Team to buzz in has the option of purchasing a Pink Mulligan to answer the question, with no more of the question being read.  If the 2nd Team answers wrong, the 3rd Team to buzz in has the same option, etc.   

If only one Team buzzes in and answers wrong, the rest of question (if any) is read for the remaining Teams until one buzzes in.  In this case, answering will cost a Pink Mulligan.  If neither remaining Team buzzes in, Team #1 then gets a second chance to answer the question by purchasing a Pink Mulligan.

$50 Mulligan -- Yellow Card -- "Audience Participation!"
This card allows a Team to ask one person in the audience for help -- someone with a computer or an expert on the topic of the question.   30 seconds will be allowed for this 
help. 
$75 Mulligan -- Red Card -- "If we can't answer, neither can you!"
If the first Team to buzz in answers wrong it can purchase this card to "close" the question and prevent any other Team from getting a chance to answer it.

$100 Mulligan -- Blue Card -- "Arise from the dead!"
This card allows a Team to get back into the competition if it's been eliminated with 4 wrong answers.  The Team will remain in the competition until it misses two more questions.

CHAMPIONSHIP ROUND
The Championship Round will consist of the 3 Teams that have the most points in the Preliminary Rounds.    If there is a tie with a 4th Team, a 10 question "Play-In" round will be held between the tying Teams to determine who qualifies.

Mulligans are not allowed in the Championship Round or a "Play-In" round.

25 questions will be asked, and the Team that buzzes in first on each question has 15 seconds to answer.  If they answer wrong, the rest of the question (if any) is read until another Team buzzes in or not, etc.

SCORING:  Each correct answer earns a Team 1 point.  Each incorrect answer costs a Team 1 point.  After 25 questions, the Team with the most points will be declared the 2012 Trivia Bowl Champions and their Team name will be added to our trophy!   In case of a tie, a 5-question tiebreaker will take place.
